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COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.
ROLL CALL:  Braun, Mann, Keenan, Tulio, Kernen, Rees; Stagliano absent 
Also present were Borough Manager, Geoffrey Thompson, and Borough Solicitor Andy Freimuth, and Junior Councilperson Cavanaugh 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the June 4, 2014 meeting minutes; seconded by Ms. Tulio.  Motion carries 6-0.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Streets, Roads, Lighting Committee: Mr. Mann reported that both he and the Borough Engineer rode through the streets of the borough to assess the winter damage.  They noticed Ninth Avenue was hit pretty hard.  He would like to propose an additional project for this year, Ninth Avenue from Main Street to just past College Avenue and from Ninth Avenue to the borough line. The proposal for the Ninth Avenue project is $82,000.00.  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the Ninth Avenue project and have borough engineer draw up specs and put this project out to bid; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 6-0.
Line painting will also be put out for quotes.
FINANCE COMMITTEE:
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve check numbers 201 up to and including 253 and journal entries; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 6-0.  
The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $104,881.61; disbursements were $178,712.12; receipts were $157,113.89, leaving an ending balance of $83,283.38.  Total funds available are $1,262,899.34.
MOTION by Ms. Tulio to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 6-0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Mann stated that they are continuing to replace the meters.  Mr. Mann also noted that both CTMA and Public Works have substantial bond funds.  The funds have been analyzed and broken into thirds.  Mr. Keenan noted that they are also bonding their Treasurer.  
Planning Commission:   No Report.
CPVRPC:  Ms. Kernen reported Fred Schuetz is seeking a DCED grant for a walking trail for Rambo Park in Trappe.  There will be no CPVRPC meetings in July and August.
Parks Committee:  No Report.
Public Safety Committee:   Ms. Tulio reported that their next meeting is coming up on August 13th and the crosswalk information will be discussed.
Facilities Committee: No Report.  
Personnel Committee: No Report.

Engineer:  Mr. Leh reported that the Curb Ramp Project bids were opened yesterday and the lowest bidder was Drumheller Construction.  He is recommending awarding this bid to Drumheller Construction for the amount of $36, 436.00 for the curb ramp project.  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to accept the bid from Drumheller Construction Company for the amount of $36,436.00; seconded by Ms. Kernen.  Motion carries 6-0.
The paving project is scheduled to commence later this month after the sewer line is installed.  The three lot subdivision on Park Avenue has commenced.

Manager/Zoning Officer:  The Grease Band concert will be Thursday.  Also, a blood drive is scheduled for July 25th.  Mr. Thompson stated that Borough Council needs to appoint another delegate to the Tax Collection Commission.  Mr. Thompson is recommending Borough Treasurer, Linda Augustine.
MOTION by Ms. Tulio to appoint Linda Augustine to the Tax Collection Commission; seconded by Mr. Mann.  Motion carries 6-0.
Police:  Report on file.   Chief Bucher read the report.
Fire: Report on file.  Mr. Sassaman read the report.
Ambulance Report:  No Report.  
Jr. Council Member Report:  No Report.

MOTION by Ms. Tulio to approve the Committee and Administrative Reports; seconded by Ms. Kernen.  Motion carries 6-0.

Brian Freas, Claymont Drive - What happened with the McDonald’s renovations that were approved last year?
Maggie Cavanaugh, Junior Councilperson asked if there were any updates on the ACME shopping center?  
Andy Feick, Ursinus College –stated that there are two new hires at Ursinus.  Ed Clark, Government Relations and Tom Yendrel, Chief Communications Officer.

MOTION by Mr. Keenan to approve the AWACS, Inc. Settlement and Release; seconded by Mr. Mann.  Motion carries 6-0.
Consideration of Ordinance No. 2014-569 Impervious Surface Definition – Mr. Thompson discussed this ordinance.  Solicitor Freimuth opened Public Hearing to consider Ordinance No. 2014-569.  Public Hearing closed.  
MOTION by Ms. Tulio to adopt Ordinance No. 2014-569, Impervious Surface Definition; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 5-1, with Mr. Keenan voting no.
OTHER BUSINESS - Discussion of the PA Energy Development Authority Grant – Mr. Thompson discussed this grant.  He is considering looking into solar panels for the borough building.  The grant is due on August 15, 2014.  He should have the information for the August Borough Council meeting.
COMMENTS FOR THE GOOD OF COUNCIL – Ms. Kernen gave a report on CEDC activities.  Mr. Mann commented that Trappe Borough submitted a grant to PennDOT, which includes Collegeville Borough, to replace all the road signs.
