Streets, Roads, Lighting Committee: No Report.
FINANCE COMMITTEE:
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve check numbers 326 up to and including 367 and journal entries; seconded by Ms. Tulio.  Motion carries 6-0.  
The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $147,949.08; disbursements were $149,599.96; receipts were $172,150.53, leaving an ending balance of $170,499.65.  Total funds available are $1,344,719.71.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Mr. Keenen.  Motion carries 6-0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Keenan reported that they are still in the process of liquidating underperforming investments; there was considerable discussion on switching liability insurance from a private insurer to PIRMA, an insurer of public entities.  No decision has been made yet.  The by-laws of Public Works are being amended and there is discussion of combining the Public Works and CTMA meetings to one night.

Engineer:  Mr. Leh noted that there will be a pre-construction meeting for the handicap ramp project tomorrow.  Construction is anticipated to start next week or the week after.  Also, the bids have been received for Ninth Avenue.  The bids came in quite high.  Low bid was $121,000.00.  His recommendation is to hold off until next year on this project.

Solicitor: Mr. Hosterman has a few follow-up items from the Public Works Committee meeting; a lease for a position on one of the waters towers for Verizon was discussed. COMMENTS FOR THE GOOD OF COUNCIL – Ms. Kernen gave a report on CEDC activities.  Mr. Mann reported that he attended the PA Municipal Authorities Conference and received an award for 22 years of service.
